6th Sunday of Easter: 14 May 2023

Through today’s Gospel we can see our way to the Father. Jesus sets out a road
beginning and ending with love. Firstly, and ultimately, there is love. Jesus, the
human manifestation of love, explains that if we truly love him, we will also
keep his commandments.

Blossoming into our life comes a new advocate sent by the Father: the Holy
Spirit. He shall be with us forever. Christ speaks of “...the Spirit of truth whom
the world can never receive”. But we know him because we know Christ. Our
knowledge of Christ, our desire to know him, to make him part of our life, to let
him in, to do his will: all of this brings us the Spirit of truth.

We shall not be left orphans. Christ refers to the Fathership of God, intimating
that he is one with that Father. We shall not be stranded from our creator. We
are designed with love and compassion, and we are destined to reunite with our
creator. In a short time, Jesus says, the world will not see him. But we, who
practice the love of Christ, who make him our soul desire, we’ll see him again.
This is because we live in him and he in us. Love Incarnate lives within us. We
are seized with the Spirit of God.

Love, then, is the constant on our road to God. Love keeps us moving on and
moving closer. If we ever worry that we are not loving God, we can first of all
remember that he loves us, and that he did so first. And if we want to find our
way to him, there is one thing we must do. And that is to love.

Be under absolutely no illusion: Jesus does not mean that we must simply love
those who already love us. Love is not a club. It doesn’t have walls. Christ is
asking us to do what we often think is almost impossible. We must love those
who do not love us, just as he
does. He gave us an example
in his ministry ~ culminating
on his death on the Cross.

Priority Five:

Engaging Anew with

First Nations Peoples

The injustice done to First Nations peoples in
this country is a running sore at the heart of the
nation. It is contemporary Australia’s original
sin... We need a genuinely new engagement of
the Church with the First Nations peoples,
especially in an Archdiocese like this where the
Indigenous presence is strong. A new
engagement will mean, first of all, listening to
Indigenous voices, and believing that we can
learn if we really listen. In the past, non-
Indigenous Australia has struggled to believe
that we could learn anything from First Nations
peoples. They could learn from us, but not we
from them. That has to change, both in the
Church and in Australia more generally.

Then the listening and learning

need to lead to action.
